-I wanted to share with you in more detail about Church Council’s vision for our Wednesday Night Meal.  For 2 months they have been working on a vi-

sion to start a Wednesday Night meal and fellowship or study opportunity.  But the vision is more than that.  It will also be a way for our church to help 
serve the community as well.  With the economic stress that many families are feeling, the vision is that this meal would be open to anyone in the commu-
nity who wanted to eat.  What a great way to bring our own folks together on a regular basis as well as reach out and feed the hungry. 

             Here’s how that will work.  We will wait until August to open up this part of the program but I wanted you to know what we were doing and help pray for this 
ministry.  Anyone from the community who wants to come eat with us will simply need to come by the office to pick up a ticket.  Cathy and I will be able to give these 
out so that we will have a head count for our cooks.  Even though it will only be once a month, at least it is something we can do.  We will also give tickets away to visi-
tors so that they will feel encouraged and welcomed to come visit us on Wednesday nights. 
 Here’s how it will work for you!  You will need to give us a RSVP by 10:00 on Monday morning so that we can get a headcount to our cooks for the month.  The 
form will give you the opportunity to do a standing reservation which means that you are saying you will come every month and if you can’t come you will let us know 
ahead of time to take you off the list that month.  Otherwise you will be responsible for paying for your meal.   
 We did decide to charge a nominal fee for the meal because this is a new and unbudgeted program.  We hope that will not be a deterrent but in an effort of good 
stewardship of our precious resources, we will charge $4 for adults and $2 for children under 12.  A family will never have to pay more then $12.  You will pay at the 
door. 
            Finally, this opens the door for all kind of volunteer opportunities.  Maybe you like to cook and cooking for 50 is way more fun then cooking for 2!  Maybe you 
have the Gift of Helps and you like lending a hand with set up or clean up.  We are hoping to eventually form teams that will rotate months in preparing for the meal.  If 
you would like to help with some part of the preparations or clean up, please let Janice Lentz know jlentz@hotmail.com. 
 We also hope to piggy back some programming opportunities with this monthly gathering.  For the summer the programs will start out being light and fun.  June 
will be a Game Night and July will be Methodist Have Talent (bring out your best act and share with us!).  In August we wanted to provide some education on how we 
can save money in our grocery shopping and by cooking at home.  Margo Mosley, an agent from the Cooperative Extension will be presenting a program entitled $uper-

market $avings: 16 Tips that Total Big Bucks. In September, if Church Council decides to continue this program we will offer weekly small groups as well as some job 
searching tips to help those in our church and in our community who are looking for a job. 
              Finally, please be in prayer for this new ministry.  It has the potential to be a wonderful addition to the live and ministry of our church.  It will need your support 
in order for that to happen.  Pray that we will be able to nurture physically and spiritually those within our congregation and within the community. 
 By the way, we are holding a contest for naming this new program.  Wednesday Night Meal is not very exciting so we think you creative ones out there can do a 
better job.  We will take submissions June 3rd for names and the Planning Committee will select the best one.  There will be a prize for the name chosen!
